DISCUSS AND CONSIDER APPOINTMENT OF A CITY


ADMINISTRATOR.



Mayor DeLizio announced that the purpose of this called meeting was to officially hire a permanent City Administrator.  He stated that he and Mayor Pro Tem Warner narrowed a field of some fifty applicants down to nine, with the entire Commission then cutting the list down to five.  After further review, the list of five applicants was cut to four and then those four were called in for interviews.  The list was then narrowed down to three applicants, all of which the Commission was comfortable with hiring.  Mayor DeLizio stated he would like to ask for a motion to offer the City Administrator position to Mr. Larry Pannell.  He stated Mr. Pannell is the Director of Finance at the City of Zion, Illinois where he also performs some City Administrator duties.

Mayor DeLizio informed the assembly that Mr. Pannell and his wife left Texas some 14 years ago to go to Illinois.  He stated Mr. Pannell still has family members in Denton and Austin and a family ranch in Newcastle, and said that Mr. Pannell is looking for an opportunity to re-locate closer to his family.  Mayor DeLizio stated that Mr. Pannell plans to visit Electra over the holidays and anticipates that he would be able to begin work early January, 2012.


Commissioner Cranford made a motion to hire Mr. Larry Pannell as City Administrator for an annual salary of $67,320 plus current city benefits.  Commissioner Ward seconded same.  Motion carried 5-0.
